It aims to 
encourage growth in agriculture, industry and tourism, 
and streamline the marketing process by combining 
forces under the logo “Amazing Great Southern.” 

Tourists will be encouraged to come to our region for a 
longer stay in order to see the attractions that all three 
communities have to offer.  

The three local authorities have signed a 
memorandum of understanding to work together in 
promoting the region, rather than competing with 
one another. 

They are looking at the economic opportunities of 
agriculture, fisheries, renewable energy, education and 
health and investigating the opportunities for resource 
sharing and economy of scale.
