After some glorious days filled with sunshine, 
we now have the winter upon us.  Hasn’t the 
rain been wonderful. Occasionally a nuisance 
depending on activities, but we have had a dry 
year previously so it’s good to see some large 
and heavy drops falling from the sky.  

We have the Shortest Day of the year 
occurring this month-Friday 21st June. Some 
interesting facts regarding this phenomenon.  
The winter solstice is the day of the year 
that has the least daylight hours of any in the 
year and usually occurs on 22 June but can 
occur between 21 and 23 June. 

The winter solstice, also known as midwinter, 
occurs when one of the Earth's poles has its 
maximum tilt away from the Sun. It happens 
twice yearly, once in each hemisphere. For 
that hemisphere, the winter solstice is the 
day with the shortest period of daylight and 
longest night of the year, when the Sun is at 
its lowest daily maximum elevation in the sky. 
At the pole, there is continuous darkness or 
twilight around the winter solstice. Its 
opposite is the summer solstice. 
An interesting idiosyncrasy relating to the 
winter solstice is that it does not feature the 
day with the latest sunrise and earliest 
sunset as is commonly expected. However, 
this day does have the least amount of 
daylight hours. 
Some of our members are heading north 
to the warmth of the sun, travelling as 
far as Queensland.  Lucky doers!
