This month's guest speaker was Steve Junk, 
who set up the first rural fertility treatment clinic 
in W.A. 

He opened his talk by giving us an introduction 
to his many facets, including his 32 year 
relationship with his partner Ola; his love of 
swimming, which began in childhood; his 
extensive travel, for work and leisure; his work 
as an embryologist, which began just after the 
first IVF baby was born; and his love of good 
wine, which saw him opening Estate 807 winery 
and the adjoining restaurant, Ajar.  

Steve and Ola met in London and decided to 
make their home in Perth, where they built a 
house and bred dogs. Steve worked at PIVOT, 
Hollywood and Bethesda, before deciding that 
his IVF colleagues were too money-conscious 
for his liking. At this point he and Ola decided to 
come to Denmark, where they bought a 
vineyard and made their own wine. They started 
Estate 807, and opened a restaurant. Having 
had no training as a chef, Steve jumped in at the 
deep end by opening the restaurant at Easter 
and cooking for 60 people!

Steve's long distance swimming is something he 
returned to in 2000, when he realised the 
importance of keeping fit beyond youth. He has 
done many local swimming events including the 
Rottnest swim, as well as a lot of international 
swimming challenges. His biggest challenge 
seems to have been the Oceans Seven swims. 
The final one, the North Channel swim between 
Northern Ireland and Scotland, he has not yet 
been able to conquer. In one attempt he passed 
out and woke up on life support!
