Guest Speaker

Our guest speaker for July was Michael Cameron from
Cameron Caravans. Well, when | heard that he was to be
the speaker, | am thinking how could that be an interesting
topic unless you were really into caravanning.

How wrong | was. As you can see from his photograph,
Michael is a very engaging person and his talk was very
interesting indeed. He told us the history of the Cameron
Caravans company set up by his parents, and how they
handed the running of the business over to him. Firstly, they
told him to go away. Yes, that is right — go away. Take a
year off and travel around Australia. | don’t think he took a
caravan with him, but he did stay in many caravan parks and
in so doing learnt a lot about what it was like to be someone
living life on the road. They also sent him to caravan expo’s
both to learn as much about caravans as he could and to
represent them. He felt very inadequate for the job, but again
learnt a lot from the experience. He now knows a lot about
caravans, their strengths and weaknesses and has even
been instrumental in designing one himself.

Having taken over the day to day running of the business, he said that the best thing he ever did was not to put his
salespeople on commission. When a salesperson is on a commission their main focus is getting those commissions,
on selling as much as they can rather than on the customer themselves and what their needs are. All his sales people
are on a fixed salary and that has freed them up to pay more attention to their customers, what they need, and to
follow up with much better after sales service. The result of that has been customers who come back because they
know that they will be treated well there.

He also told us that because of closed borders, nearly all his stock of caravans has been consumed; and because of
closed borders and factory shut downs, he cannot get any more stock. Because of the closed borders Australians are
taking to the road in droves holidaying at home in their own states. So if you think you would like to buy a caravan,
you are going to have a long wait until things return to normal. However, if you have one to sell, now is a good time to
sell it.
